The Ladybird Book: 
“Learn About Irish History; The Backstop”

BREXIT. For the Outsider there is fasci-
nation in observing how the elite in a major 
economic and political power seem hell-bent 
on wrecking it. For the Insider, and Ireland 
is an involuntary Insider, there is trepidation 
and fear at the extent of the potential real 
and collateral damage as Britain seemingly 
stumbles towards a crash out from the EU.

 It’s not inevitable. Teresa May appears 
to be running the clock down, with a vital 
vote in Parliament    on the Withdrawal 
Agreement - the least bad option -scheduled 
for mid-January.  But a defeat, which seems 
likely,  will leave precious little time left to 
come up with an alternative to the chaos of 
a hard (i.e. no deal) Brexit. Moreover there 
appears no palatable option that might get 
through Parliament, such is the paralysis in 
the British body politic. 

As this reality seeps in, the anti-Irish 
rhetoric of the Brexiteers has intensified. As 
they see it, Ireland, through the Backstop, is 
frustrating Britain’s Manifest Destiny of de-
parting the EU painlessly and on favourable 
terms.  Recently one anonymous Tory MP 

(a Party “grandee”) commented to a BBC 
reporter: “We simply cannot allow the Irish 
to treat us like this. The Irish really should 
know their place.” This came hot on the 
heels of former British Cabinet Minister Priti 
Patel, who, several days earlier, pondered 
why Britain had not used the possibility 
of food shortages in Ireland after a hard 
Brexit, to exert pressure in the negotiations 
with the EU.

Not surprisingly, on both sides of the Irish 
Sea there has been considerable adverse 
reaction to these comments and neither 
person seems likely to feature on many Irish 
Christmas card lists now or in the future. 
Yet they are merely the latest expressions 
of impotent rage from Brexiteers of that ilk 
that an issue ignored during the Referendum 
campaign has reared up to bite them in the 
posterior. An issue moreover that is intrin-
sic to an international agreement to which 
Britain signed up and which is fundamental 
to the peace settlement in Northern Ireland.

For their benefit, there follows a very 
brief potted history of Ireland since 1840. 
This might also interest Teresa May, who 
apparently, when addressing EU leaders 
in September, asked them how they would 

feel if their countries were “carved” in two, 
reaffirming several days later that any deal 
which “divides our country in two” would 
be bad. 

Ireland,  conquered and misruled by 
Britain over several hundred years, and 
formally part of a “United Kingdom” after 
1800,suffered a massive famine in the 1840s 
when the staple food  of millions – the Potato 
– was destroyed by a blight , Phytophthora  
infestans. Upwards of a million people died 
of starvation or disease between 1845 and 
1849, with another million plus fleeing the 
country. The trickle of emigrants to the USA 
became a flood; 1,289,307 arrived in the USA 
in the decade 1846-1855 alone. The Irish 
rural underclass was decimated; those who 
couldn’t afford to leave starved.

 Ireland’s population, 8,175,124 in 1841, 
fell by over 20% to 6,552,385 in 1851 and 
sank to 5,798,000 in 1861. It continued to fall 
until well into the Twentieth Century and 
even now the population in the Republic, 
at 4.70 million, is 1.8 million below that in 
1841, while Northern Ireland only “caught 

up” with pre-Famine 
figures at the turn of the 
Millennium.  The British 
(“our”!)Government’s 
efforts at relief were pa-
thetic and woefully in-
adequate. The most that 

can be said is that the (“our”) Government’s 
woeful reaction to the catastrophe fell short 
of accepted definitions of genocide in that 
there was no official murderous intent, 
though, as the late Professor Emmet Larkin 
remarked to me, it would not have been 
allowed to happen in the Home Counties. 

The Famine proved a political watershed, 
giving an impetus over time to the separatist 
strain in Irish nationalism, which led eventu-
ally to the 1916 Rising (the huge post-Famine 
Irish communities in the USA providing 
considerable moral political and financial 
support). Any residual pro-British sentiment 
among most Irish received a coup de grace 
when the British commanding general shot 
fifteen of the Rising Leaders, the executions 
(ninety were planned) stopped only by 
the hasty personal intervention of British 
Prime Minister, Asquith.  A brief but savage 
struggle for independence from 1919 - 1921 
ended with a treaty establishing, in 1922, the 
Irish Free State.

There was unfinished business, however. 
The north- east of Ireland contained a size-
able non – Nationalist majority – the Union-
ists, identified by being overwhelmingly 
non- Catholic – who, for obvious reasons, 

were the preferred “Irish” of the British 
authorities. To cater for them Britain par-
titioned the island, carving a statelet along 
county boundaries rather than community 
lines, thus producing a sizeable Unionist 
majority but with a Nationalist minority of 
one third. The delineation of the Border was 
fudged, with a Boundary Commission (on 
whom Nationalists throughout the island 
had pinned hopes) suggesting only minor 
changes. Thereafter the border issue was 
frozen but unaddressed for decades. Britain 
applied some constructive ambiguity to the 
status of the Irish in Britain and Ireland, 
many of whom settled in Britain as eco-
nomic migrants. They were given freedom 
of movement, residence and access to the 
British Welfare state similar to UK citizens.

 All might have been well, with the Brit-
ish Welfare State after 1945 lifting all boats, 
had the Unionists not pursued a consistent 
pattern of anti-nationalist discrimination for 
decades in areas of employment, housing 
and local government. By the Sixties some-
thing had to give- and it did. Eventually civil 
unrest and political violence broke out and 
took several thousand lives in the quarter 
of a century after 1969. The much poorer 
Republic developed separately and more 
slowly, without the crutches of the Welfare 
State and the annual subsidy of billions from 
Westminster. EC and later EU membership 
helped change that.

A complicated and tortuous Peace Process 

began in the late 1980s, encouraged and as-
sisted by the Irish and British governments 
and the European Union.  Paramilitaries 
on both sides declared ceasefires in 1994, 
and, with the guns silent, political dialogue 
between the two communities in the North 
began. It was slow, but eventually culmi-
nated in the 1998 Good Friday Agreement, 
which cemented and defined relations 
within Northern Ireland, between both parts 
of Ireland and between Ireland and Britain. 
The Agreement was endorsed by massive 
majorities in both parts of the island (far 
greater than 52-48!). Integral to it was an 
open Border in Ireland which has functioned 
well in the two decades since, underpinned 
by common membership of the Single Mar-
ket and the Customs Union. Lasting peace 
and prosperity in Ireland seemed assured.

Cue Brexit, where the vote in the North 
was an emphatic 55.8% Remain. In the 
Leave negotiations Britain committed to 
maintaining this open Border, declaring “in 
the absence of agreed solutions the UK will 
maintain full alignment with those rules of 
the Internal Market and the Customs Union, 
which, now and in the future support North 
South Cooperation, the all-island economy 
and the protection of the 1998 Agreement.”  
The Backstop. Wordy but clear. And not 
Ireland’s fault! Agreed solutions” are likely 
but if not the Backstop is the guarantee that 
perfidious Albion will not again do Ireland 
down.

“The ‘backstop’ is an essential 
part of the Withdrawal Agree-
ment. The agreed ‘backstop’ 
represents a net through which 
the much-needed certainty for 
communities and businesses in 
Ireland cannot fall.

“There is much more work to 
be done. Uncertainty remains 
around the status of citizens’ 
rights and Sinn Féin will continue 
to work effectively to ensure the 

maximum level of protection for 
all.”

Mary Lou McDonald con-
cluded:

“It is an honour to be awarded 
this recognition at a time of great 
challenge and change in Europe 
and Ireland.”

So she 
sent the money home to bring her 
brother James out. Agnes did get 
homesick and talked about return-
ing to Ireland but her Uncle said: 

“Give it a chance and stay here” 
And so she stayed. And Chicago 
was blessed. 

Young Agnes from Hollymount, 
Claremorris, County Mayo, start-
ed to put down roots in her new 

home. She met and married a 
County Kerry man from Castle-
island, Jim Mahoney R.I.P. (affec-
tionately known as ‘Big Jim’). They 
married in 1967 and raised five 
children - Bridget, Jimmy, Patrick, 
Catherine, and Deirdre. Now there 
are twelve grandchildren. She 
was involved in just about every 
benefit that was held in Chicago.

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On Their Own Terms 
It’s everything you expect, but like nothing you’d imagine

Trinity Irish Dance Company 

(TIDC) brings both classic and 
groundbreaking world premiere 
works to the iconic Auditorium 
Theatre on February 2nd for its 
first full-length Chicago perfor-
mance in over ten years. TIDC’s 
determined, fresh approach to 
an often overly commercialized 
dance form is resonating with 
audiences and critics world-
wide.

Not to be confused with the 
the local Trinity Irish dance 

school, the Chicago-born TIDC 
is a contemporary non-profit 
performing arts company com-
prised of elite dancers from 
throughout North America and 
Ireland.  

Called “sophisticated and 
commanding” by the Los An-
geles Times and “impossibly 
complex” by The New York 
Times, the company sends a 
clear message of female empow-
erment by consistently present-
ing males and females on equal 
footing. They are fighting and 

increasingly winning the battle 
between substance and spectacle 
by carving new traditions.

TIDC’s one-night-only perfor-
mance at the Auditorium fea-
tures the world premiere of An 
Sorcas (Gaelic for “the circus”), 
a collaboration between Emmy 
award-winning Artistic Director 
Howard, associate artistic direc-
tor and company member Chel-
sea Hoy, and company member 
Michael Gardiner. A tour-de-
force of original lyrics, music, 
and layers of symbolism, An 

Sorcas is an electric examination 
of society’s focus on commer-
cialization. The piece progresses 
from idolatry to empathy and 
is TIDC’s most ambitious work 
to date. 

The company also gives the 
world premiere to Howard’s 
Drunken Sailor, which features 
world solo champions Paige 
Turilli (who has won more solo 
world titles than any other 
Irish dancer in US history) and 
Ali Doughty. Other Howard 
works on the program include 
Push, an explosion of virtuosic 
hard-driving percussive power; 
Soles, which was previewed at 
Tokyo’s Orchard Hall and world 
premiered at New York’s Joyce 
Theater to high acclaim; and 
Johnny, a TIDC classic created in 
1991 as a retirement gift for late-
night TV host Johnny Carson. 

Being presented by the Audi-
torium is an important part of 
TIDC’s plan to build local sup-
port and give proud ownership 
of the company to the commu-
nity. The Irish Consul General 
is excited to connect TIDC’s 
message of female empower-
ment with the celebration of St. 
Brigid’s Day (February 1st), and 
will be sponsoring a post-show 
VIP reception.
The Creative Force

Born in Yorkshire, England of 
Irish Parents, Howard trained 
as a child in Chicago church 
basements and banquet halls 
under the legendary Marge 
and Dennis Dennehy. Teaching 
his own students by the age 17, 
while studying at St. Ignatius 
College Prep, led to the founding 
of the Trinity Academy of Irish 
dance, Howard’s own dance 
school which won America’s first 
world team championships. His 
school would continue to push 
boundaries and break records, 
and by 27, he was appearing 
annually as a special guest on 
Johnny Carson’s Tonight Show.  
Choreography for film, televi-
sion, and theater ultimately led 
to Howard’s unique transition 
to the performing arts stage at 
age 28, and the nonprofit TIDC 
was born.

Today’s nucleus of A-list danc-

ers are passionate about carrying 
on his legacy, and are riding a 
well deserved wave as the high 
watermark of their art form. 
This pioneering company, which 
opened the artistic pathways 
leading directly to commercial 
productions such as Riverdance, 
is re-energized and taking How-
ard’s vision to new heights. 

Howard sees his dancers as the 
main reason for TIDC’s current 
success. He values and trusts 
them as contributors and leaders, 
integral to the choreography and 
creation of new work.

Artistic Associate and dancer, 
Ali Doughty won a hard-fought 
2014 world solo title for the U.S. 
before moving from Philadelphia 
to Chicago to join TIDC.  Dough-
ty, who balances her identity as 
a performing artist with a de-
manding Physical Therapy doc-
torate program at Northwestern, 
appreciates Howards generosity 
of spirit in the studio. “Mark’s 
combination of intensity and 
inclusiveness inspires me. We’re 
not just invited to contribute 
movement, we’re invited into 
the creative process at every step 
along the way,” Doughty says. 
“He has an uncommon way of 
shaping rhythms that come out 
of our feet and pushing them to 
levels we never thought possi-
ble,” she adds. 

Denver transplant and Asso-
ciate Artistic Director, Chelsea 
Hoy counts herself lucky to have 
Howard as a mentor. “I’ve never 
experienced a brain that works 
as quickly as Mark’s,” says Hoy. 
“He’ll hear a sound on the radio, 
recall a story from 20 years ago, 
and have the vision for an entire 
dance piece all before the song 
has even reached my ears.” 

Hoy recalls a moment when 
she realized the fortitude of 
Howard’s creative mind: “While 
I was studying photography and 
psychology at Loyola, I inter-
viewed Mark for a project on the 
psychology of creativity. During 
the interview, he insisted that he 
did not have an artistic process. 
Weeks later, after four intensive 
days of constructing countless 
rhythms, I found myself sur-
rounded by walls covered in lists 
of movement, categorized by

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section and divided by musical 
bars. The company and I were 
in creation with Mark for our 
piece Soles, and once we had a 
mountain of material, he guid-
ed us on this laborious journey 
to chisel away until we found 
what he called the ‘nutmeat’ 
of the piece. Later, when I got 
the chance to insist that he did 
indeed have a process…he said, 
‘I’ve never created this way be-
fore,’” Hoy recalls. “That’s when 
it became clear to me that Mark 
has never allowed a piece to be 
choreographed the same way 
twice, a strength reflected in the 
incredible range of the compa-
ny’s work.”

Innovation and clarity of pur-
pose have allowed Howard to be 
at the forefront of Irish Dance for 
what is now nearly four decades. 
Howard’s work has brought 
numerous grants and awards, 
including choreographer’s fel-
lowships from the National En-
dowment for the Arts, an Emmy 
award, and recognition from 
New York to Tokyo. He has twice 
been named one of Irish America 

Magazine’s Top 100 Americans. 
Despite that success, and as 

accessible as Howard is in the 
Chicago Irish Community, most 
of us really know little about 
him. After the first decade of his 
career as an Irish Dance teacher, 
Howard could have traded end-
lessly on his enviable resume of 
international competitive suc-
cess. Instead, in 1990 he made 
a seismic shift to devoting his 
life to elevating Irish Dance as a 
choreographer in the performing 
arts. “Through a happy mistake, 
the performing arts stage pro-
vided me with a passion and an 
outlet that I didn't see coming. 
It was like somebody flipped a 
lightswitch. The concern was no 
longer whether you were going 
to get paid for it or whether 
you were going to go on and be 
successful. It was, as they say, no 
longer about the destination but 
the journey. I was alive to what I 
was doing, and I still am,” says 
Howard.

Today, things are heating up 
nicely for TIDC. They’ve signed 
with New York Agency Selby 

Artists Management, joining a 
roster of renowned dance compa-
nies. They were recently named 
the #1 dance act by the Boston 
Globe, and this past summer 
they sold out a three-week tour of 
Japan. Most importantly, they are 

creating groundbreaking reper-
toire with an energy as potent as 
ever, developing ten impressive 
works within the past four years. 

TIDC’s 2019 season, with the 
Auditorium performance at 
the forefront, will take them 
across North America and po-
tentially lead to China. Their 
outreach programming in un-
der-resourced communities con-
tinues to empower young people 
through movement.

For those who go to the Feb-
ruary 2nd performance, you are 
sure to experience dances that 
will transport, inspire, and leave 
you feeling whole. TIDC is using 
Irish dance as a catalyst for social 
change. And at the heart of it all, 
they are here to uplift and take care 
of one another and all of us. We are 
glad to finally have them at home.

Co. Mayo Foundation Partners With Safe Home Ireland
New York - Returning “home” 

for some older emigrants who left 
Ireland several decades ago is a 
lifelong dream. For younger Irish 
people living abroad, going back 
home is the chance to raise their 
children in the place where they 
grew up and to be closer to friends 
and family.  

This Christmas season, a time 
when many Irish people return 
home to visit family, the County 
Mayo Foundation is happy to 
partner with Safe Home Ireland. 

The not-for-profit organization, 
which is based in Mulranny, Co. 
Mayo, offers home visitation 
services together with ongoing 
transition, integration support and 
advice to Irish emigrants across 
the globe who are contemplating 
the life-changing decision to re-
turn to Ireland. 

Since its founding in 2000, Safe 
Home Ireland has helped over 
2,000 people return “home” to live.  

“For the majority, their return 

was a positive lifelong dream and 
could not have been fulfilled with-
out the intervention and support 
of Safe Home Ireland,” says Karen 
McHugh, the agency’s CEO. 

The County Mayo Foundation is 
hoping to raise awareness among 
the Irish diaspora and provide 
support to Safe Home Ireland with 
funding that will go toward the 
publication of a Welcome Home 
information guide, as well as 
additional resources for outreach 
purposes.  

“Much reference is made to the 
‘forgotten Irish,’ often depicted as 
older, vulnerable emigrants who 
still live abroad,” says McHugh.  

“In our experience, those who 
return home having spent a life-
time in exile can also feel forgotten, 
isolated and an outsider in the 
communities that they return to, as 
they try to re-adjust to living back 
in Ireland once more.”

This is why providing prospec-
tive returnees with up-to-date, 

accurate information in advance is 
key to them making an informed 
decision, she explains.

In counseling applicants, 
McHugh says it’s important that 
they do their homework first, plan 
their move well in advance and be 
prepared for the emotional chal-
lenges involved in moving home.

“This is particularly important 
if they have lived abroad for a 
long time or if they were not born 
in Ireland,” she cautions. “Ireland 
has changed, as have they, and 
their return should be treated as 
a new immigration experience.” 

Safe Home Ireland’s services are 
not just limited to seniors, though. 
It helps emigrants of all ages and 
all circumstances, says McHugh.

The agency, which gets the 
majority of its funding from the 
Emigrant Support Programme of 
the Department of Foreign Affairs 
and Trade, provides up-to-date 
information on housing, welfare 
issues, healthcare, rights, entitle-

ments, banking, and more. 
In recent years, some returning 

emigrants have been unprepared 
to navigate government agencies. 
That resulted in difficulty obtain-
ing driving licenses, social welfare 
payments, accessing GPs and 
healthcare, housing, and car insur-
ance, along with the unexpected 
cost of third-level education.

Returning Irish emigrants who 
are resuming a previous residence 
in the state may be considered 
habitually resident on arrival, ex-
plains McHugh. However, she also 
stresses the importance of bringing 
home a good “paper trail” of doc-
umentation to show that ties have 
been severed abroad. 

“This, together with being able 
to show connections to/in Ireland, 
will be key to meeting habitual res-
idency requirements,” she adds.  

In the U.K., Safe Home Ireland 
representatives visit applicants in 
their homes, providing them with 
much-needed information and 
reviewing the housing application 
process in detail. 

She says the agency would be 
open to doing the same in the U.S. 
There has been an increase in en-
quiries from U.S.-based emigrants 
this year, as well as those who have 

returned home.
Returning emigrants who ap-

ply for housing assistance must 
be Irish-born, living abroad and 
aged 57 and above. They must 
also be capable of independent 
living, have resided in rented ac-
commodation abroad, and prove 
that they are unable to provide 
housing for themselves in Ireland 
based on their current income 
and/or savings.  

Once emigrants return to Ire-
land, assistance from Safe Home 
Ireland is ongoing and includes 
referrals to local support services, 
as well as assistance filling out 
paperwork and determining eli-
gibility for benefits.

“We at Safe Home Ireland are 
delighted and honored to work 
with and be supported by the 
Mayo Foundation,” says McHugh. 

“This is an exciting new ven-
ture for us, which we hope will 
advance our profile in the U.S., 
as well as reach out to people 
living there with Irish and Mayo 
connections.”

Decades ago we wrote, and have since updated, a 
chapter in a book to educate Illinois attorneys on how 
to represent individuals involved in vehicle accidents.  
While our chapter “Intersectional Collisions” is written 
to educate attorneys through the Illinois Institute for 
Continuing Legal Education (IICLE), the overall subject 
matter should also be of interest to the general public.  

This is the third in a series of articles in which we will 
be addressing some of the general topics in both our 
chapter and the book, Proving Fault in Auto Accident 
Cases.  

Two months ago, we discussed some concerns that 
arise when vehicles approach an uncontrolled intersec-
tion; that is an intersection that does not have stop signs 
or stop lights for any direction of traffic.  

Last month, we discussed controlled intersections; 
that is, an intersection that has a light or traffic signs 
to control the flow of traffic. Since writing the article, 
which discussed traffic lights and signs obscured by 
snow, Chicagoland had an unusual windy, wet snow 
storm, which created major problems for traffic lights, 
signs, and lighted information signs on the expressway. 
As discussed, whenever snow obscures traffic lights or 
signs, the intersection must be treated as a four-way 
stop intersection. 

This month we will discuss emergency vehicles and 
non-motorist defendants in traffic accidents. 

Emergency Vehicles 
The Illinois motor vehicle code provides that when an 

authorized emergency vehicle using audible and visual 
signals or a police vehicle using audible or visual sig-
nals approaches: the driver of every other vehicle shall 
yield the right-of-way and shall immediately drive to a 
position parallel to, and as close as possible to, the right-
hand edge or curb of the highway clear of an intersection 
and shall, if necessary to permit the safe passage of the 
emergency vehicle, stop and remain in such a position 

until the authorized emergency vehicle 
has passed, unless otherwise directed by 
a police officer. 

Emergency vehicles other than police 
vehicles have the right-of-way when 
using both audible and visual signals. 
However, police vehicles have the right-

of-way if they are using either visual or audible signals. 
If emergency vehicles are not utilizing such signals, other 
drivers are not obligated to pull over and give the vehicle 
the right-of-way.

Additionally, when emergency vehicles use audio and 
visual signals while responding to an emergency call 
(pursuing an actual or suspected violator of the law), 
or responding to (but not returning from) a fire alarm, 
Illinois law provides that the vehicle may disregard traf-
fic regulations, including speed and direction of traffic 
laws. Therefore, even where an emergency vehicle is 
traveling above the speed limit or in the wrong lane, all 
other drivers have the duty to give the right-of-way to 
the vehicle by pulling over, and the normal traffic laws 
would not apply to the emergency vehicle. 

Public employees and entities are also largely immune 
to suits for injuries caused when responding to an emer-
gency call. The Local Governmental and Governmental 
Employees Tort Immunity Act provides that public 
entities and employees acting within the scope of their 
employment cannot be held liable for injuries caused 
by the negligent operation of a vehicle or firefighting 
equipment when responding to an emergency call. 

While these protections are broad, they do not 
relieve emergency personnel and departments of 
all liability. The Illinois motor vehicle code still 
requires emergency vehicle drivers to drive with 
due regard for the safety of others. Additionally, 
public employees and vehicles are only immune 
to negligence suits. Where the employee or entity 
shows a conscious disregard for the safety of 
others, victims may recover for injuries resulting 
from that disregard. 

Non-Motorist Defendants 
Have you ever pulled up to an intersection 

and thought, there should be a stop sign or traffic 
light there? Sometimes intersections lack adequate 
traffic signals. The lack of such signals leads to 
situations where drivers are unsure of who has the 
right-of-way, increasing the chances of a collision. 

Generally, Illinois law provides that cities are 
immune from suit based on the poor design of 
an intersection or the failure to improve or place 
traffic signals at an intersection.  However, where 
a public entity installs a traffic control device, the 
law requires the entity to maintain the device in a 
reasonably safe condition. Therefore, if a person is 
injured due to the failure to correct a clear defect in 
a traffic signal, the person may be able to recover 
for their injuries. 

This immunity only applies to public entities, 
like municipalities. Where private entities modify, 
remove, or relocate traffic safety devices or create 
a visual obstruction at an intersection, the private 
entity may be held liable for the injuries sustained 
from a collision if the injury is connected to the 

lack of a traffic signal. 
Healy Scanlon recently made a large recovery for a 

man severely injured in a collision at the intersection of 
a commercial driveway and a busy state highway. The 
commercial driveway did not contain a stop sign or a 
“no left turn sign” at its intersection with the state high-
way.  The defendant exited the commercial driveway 
and turned left into traffic, colliding with the plaintiff, 
who was driving on the state highway. The attorneys 
alleged that when the owners renovated the property, 
they should have added a traffic control device, and that 
such a device may have prevented the collision. 

In sum, all drivers should give emergency vehicles the 
right-of-way when they have audible and visual signals 
on. Further, drivers should always proceed at intersec-
tions with caution, 
whether traffic sig-
nals are present or 
not. Many accidents 
could be avoided if 
drivers consistently 
kept their eyes and 
ears engaged and 
anticipated the ac-
tions of other drivers 
at intersections.

Dublin and the 
Viking World

This magnificent book is illus-
trated with colorful drawings, 
pictures, and maps. The ac-
companying text is a delight to 
read. The book is inspired by the 
Dublin Exhibit which is on per-
manent display at Christ Church 
Cathedral. However, it focuses 
during the Viking Age. This was 
about 790 AD to 1100 AD. 

Why is this important to us? 
It is commonly thought that the 
Vikings were only violent raid-
ers who sailed away after their 
brutal raids. It was a brutal age 
everywhere. And some of them 
certainly did leave. But many of 
them settled in Ireland and be-
came part of the Irish population. 
They are us. 

It is a misnomer that Dublin 
was founded by the Vikings. 

Dublin began long before the 
Vikings settled there. Yes, these 
people from Scandinavia made 
“Dublin Ireland’s first fully func-
tioning town.” However, there 
was a settlement there, which 
would later become Dublin. Its 
name was Ath Cliath, Gaelic for 
“ford of the hurdles work.”

Three of the five major roads 
in Ireland led to the Liffey River. 
There was a crucial ford there 
that could be crossed, or forded, 
at low tide. The hurdles marked 
the safest way to cross the river. 
This is illustrated with a beautiful 
drawing. 

Later, the Vikings gave the ar-
eas the name Dubhlinn, or Black 
Pool, from the tidal inlet in the 
River Poddle. In the mid- 900’s, 
the Hiberno-Norse king of Dub-
lin had the first coins in Ireland 
struck. 

The Vikings spoke Old Norse. 
Some of the words that origi-
nated from their language are: 
leg, shin, outlaw, ransack, ber-
serk, law, and low-as in Arklow 
and Wicklow. “One of the few 
completely Norse names in the 
Dublin areas is heixlip…meaning 
‘salmon’s leap.’”

Five town foundations are 
credited to the Vikings: Cork, 
Dublin, Limerick, Waterford, and 
Wexford.

The Vikings enjoyed a midwin-
ter festival which they called Jol. 
This came into England as yule 
and yuletide. The Vikings left a 
heritage of vigor, creatively in art, 
and great imagination.

The Real
Fightin’ Irish

For first semester finals week, I 
knew I was gonna have to camp 
out in the library for quite some 
time.  I lugged all my textbooks 
to one of the tables, grabbed my 
laptop, and set to work.  If you 
know me, however, you know it 
can be a little difficult for me to 
concentrate on what’s in front of 
me sometimes.  One second I’ll 
be productively slaving away 
making flashcards, the next I’ll 
be caught up watching a funny 
video on Twitter or checking in 
on my friend’s Snapchat stories.  
That being said, the distractions 
I create for myself aren’t always 
unproductive.

I recently discovered that Irish 
folk music works pretty well as 
background music for a studious 
person like myself.  So, there I was, 
crouched over my forensics notes 

in Pius Library, listening to the 
Wolfe Tone’s Anthology of Irish 
Song, when I heard set of lyrics that 
caught my fancy: “Come all you 
gallant heroes, / And along with 
me combined / I'll sing a song, it 
won't take long, / Of the fighting 
sixty ninth”.  After a quick Google 
search, I stumbled across a detailed 
Wikipedia entry on “The Fighting 
69th” and spent the duration of 
the song reading of the infantry 
regiment’s exploits.

The song tells of a gallant group 
of Irish immigrants from New York 
that got called up to fight for the 
Union during the Civil War.  Under 
the command of Michael Corcoran, 
the regiment saw action at Bull 
Run, Antietam, Gettysburg, Fred-
ericksburg, and were even present 
for the Confederate surrender at 
the Appomattox Court House.  
All in all, the 69th lost more men 
than all but 6 of the 2,000+ Union 

regiments that fought during the 
Civil War.

The 69th went on to fight in 
World War I, retaining its status 
as an Irish heritage unit despite 
new, non-Irish joining its ranks.  
Father Duffy, chaplain of the 
69th infantry, described the 
newbies as “Irish by adoption, 
Irish by association, or Irish by 
conviction.”  As time went on, 
the Irish of the 69th became 
increasingly outnumbered by 
new, non-Irish recruits.  By the 
end of the war, only 50% of the 
regiment was Irish.  Despite 
this demographic shift, the 
regiment maintained its Irish 
symbols and Gaelic battle cries 
through both World Wars.

During World War II, the 
regiment saw combat at Makin 
Island, Saipan, and Okinawa 
and suffered 472 KIA over the 
course of the war.  Seven Medal 
of Honor recipients fought with 
the 69th, and, incredibly, all seven 
of them survived the actions for 
which they were awarded.  Among 
the recipients is William Joseph 
Donovan, founding father of the 
CIA.  Today, the 69th continues 

operating as a regiment of the 
New York National Guard, and 
were one of the first regiments to 
respond to the World Trade Center 
attacks on 9- 11, 2001.

Given the dedication of its mem-

bers, it’s pretty clear that the 69th 
never shied away from a fight.  
Robert E. Lee, the commander of 
the Confederate States Army, after 
witnessing members of the 69th 
bravely assault a heavily fortified 
Confederate position during the 
Battle of Fredericksburg, wrote: 
“Never were men so brave...

Though totally routed, they reaped 
harvests of glory.”  General Doug-
las MacArthur said of the 69th: 
“No greater fighting regiment has 
ever existed.”  President John F. 
Kennedy even opened an address 

to the Irish Parliament with a 
tribute to the heroics of the 69th 
Regiment.  

The legacy of Irish-American 
immigrants is epitomized by 
the bravery and fearlessness of 
the 69th Regiment.  Thousands 
of Irishmen turned out to fight 
for a country that they barely 
knew in the hope that they 
could finally claim all that they 
had ever wanted: freedom.  
Despite their gallantry in battle, 
Irish immigrants would face 
many more trials before finally 
being accepted as an integral 
part of American society and 

culture.
After engrossing myself in all 

this information, I glanced at the 
clock and realized that almost an 
hour had passed since my initial 
Google search.  Sighing, I closed 
the tabs on my internet browser 
and went back to making flash-
cards for my forensics class.

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The Irish Wake
I write about all things Irish 

and this topic might be dark and 
sad, but it is apart of life, to lose 
people…We all face this topic and 
may be encountering death next 
year or next week. However, it 
has been said that the Irish know 
how to give a great send off for 
the dearly departed. In some of 
the Irish wakes you’ll see the, 
Mna caointe -wailing women and 
they are mourners and can recite 
poetry. It’s been said that death 
in Western society is a closed 
door in a closed room in a closed 
world which makes the event 
even sadder. I think us Irish want 
a more open approach and would 
like more song and conversation 
to honor and remember the de-
ceased. About 55 million people 
around the world die each year, 
over 100 people die each minute 
around the world. So, death and 
preparing for death and going 
to cemeteries is all around us, 
happening all the time.

The Irish wake tradition is 
widely known, however mostly 
today only happening in the 
countryside. When someone 
passes in the country areas the 
practice of watching over the 
recently departed from the time 
of death to burial is still practiced. 
It is an important part of the 
grieving process and tradition to 
wake people in their own homes. 
Wakes can last 2 or 3 days once 
the body was prepared it was 
never left alone.

The origin of the wake they say 
could date back to the ancient 
Jewish custom of leaving the 
burial chamber, of a recently de-
parted relative unsealed for three 
days before finally closing it up. 
During this time family members 
would visit in the hope of seeing 
signs of a return to life. A wake is 
a place of comfort and consoling 
to the ones who have lost a loved 
one. It is a place of both sadness 
and joy as the end of that life is 

clear, but their life will be remem-
bered and honored. The wake 
is usually held in the deceased 
home and they are laid out on a 
bed, table or coffin. Men usually 
visit the wake house late at night 
and some might sit with the body 
all night. Most people that visit 
will touch the deceased’s hands 
or head. Mirrors in the house 
would be covered and sometimes 
they will stop the clocks at the 
time of the person passing. The 
body was covered in white linen 
adorned with black or white 
ribbons, flowers for the body of 
a child. Lit candles were placed 
around the body. In the old days, 
clay pipes, tobacco, and snuff 
were also placed in the room. 
Every male visitor was expected 
to take at least a puff. The smoke 
kept evil spirits from finding the 
deceased. 

When the wake was over, they 
would carry the coffin to the 
church on foot, after the Mass the 
procession would continue to the 
graveside. The coffin would be 
lowered into the grave. Neigh-
bors of the deceased would fill 
in the grave and the family and 
others present would recite the 
Rosary. The spade and shovel 
were laid on top of a new grave 
in the shape of a cross. 

I found some interesting fu-
neral traditions from around the 
world. For example, in South 
Korea after 60 years you must 
dig up your loved one’s grave 
because there is declining grave-
yard space. I think one might 
choose cremation in that case. In 
Bali they cremate the dead and 
they believe the soul is free to 
choose a new body to return to. 
They believe in reincarnation. In 
Madagascar once every five years 
a family has a celebration at its 
ancestral tomb where the bodies 
are wrapped in cloth, exhumed 
and sprayed with perfume. As 
a band plays at the event family 
dances with the bodies and tells 

the corpse the family news. 
They say do not fear death but 

rather an unfulfilled life. I think 
that is a beautiful statement to 
live by because as I am writing 
this article, I want to remember to 
treat my interactions with people 
with a little more patience. Since, 
we just don’t know when our 
time or their time is up. Sadly, this

God’s Green Land
A comment was made some years back that the only 
apparent outward semblance of Ireland achieving freedom 
from Britain was the fact that the post-boxes were painted 
green instead of red. This should be taken in the humorous 
context in which it was meant to be delivered. In 1921 we did 
not have an awful lot to start with but we were fortunate to 
inherit the British Civil Service. A while ago I noticed 2 wall 
mounted post-boxes on the Douglas Road and the Well Road 
in Cork bearing the royal insignia underneath the green 
paint. Original British Post Office boxes were bright red.

 When Ireland gained Independence in 1921 the post-box-
es were retained, even the postage stamps were retained 
with overprints for some time. Now the post-boxes are 
painted green, but the royal insignia can be clearly seen. 
The ones I have come across are those of Edward V11, this 
was Queen Victoria’s son who reigned from 1901 until his 
death in 1910.

 When I saw these it struck me as to how short a time we 
have been out on our own as a country.

Sometimes I get the feeling that we can lack confidence 
and belief in ourselves as we are a small nation on the 
outer edges of Europe. In the early 1920’s when our first 
independent Government looked around at what they 
had to start with, they realised that they had very little. In 
the previous centuries of colonisation we had become an 
agricultural market garden to feed Britain and its Colonies.

 The Industrial Revolution was never allowed to reach 
us and apart from some areas in the Northern part of the 
Country there was no industrial base in the South of the 
Country at this time. However, with a strong innovative 
spirit that launched and developed projects like Ardnacru-
sha, Shannon Airport, Bord na Mona and the attraction of a 
Multinational Industrial base we have achieved a great deal 
in the past 80 years, and we should be very proud of this.

Yes, we were certainly restrained during the colonial 

period but if we journey upstream a bit in 
time we will find an Irish people with a great 
economic and cultural tradition that has helped 
the advance of civilisation in a global context. 
In the Monastic period we travelled extensively 
throughout Europe, providing the people in 
these areas with learning and religion. New-
grange was constructed over 5000 years ago, 

at the same time as the Egyptian pyramids, by an Irish race 
that had a knowledge of trigonometry. We also produced 
intricate and priceless works such as the Book of Kells, the 
Ardagh Chalice and knowledge of navigation may have 
seen St. Brendan reach Newfoundland as early as the 6th 
century. We have also produced literary giants such as 
Swift, Yeats, Shaw, Wilde, Joyce and Heaney that are now 
globally respected.

Not bad for a small island country at the edge of Europe. 
There will be little downsides from time to time, but if we 
formulate an economic policy that develops value add 
and innovation over volume manufacturing and that also 
embraces the agricultural, fishing and leisure industry, our 
future is guaranteed to be very bright and long lasting. As 
a nation of less than 5 million people we have hosted the 
European Presidency representing a landmass of over 450 
million people. This should not surprise us, we will never 

be a huge player but we can certainly be a very effective 
smaller one.

I hope everybody had a very happy and peaceful Christ-
mas, and may your wear prosperity and happiness as a 
warm cloak during 2019.

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New Year – New 
Music – New Fun

Well, if you’re reading this, it means that 
at least one of us survived Christmas, New 
Years (Hogmaney) and is settling for another 
wonderful year in this hotbed of musical 

delights that Chicagoland is and always has 
been. We’re lucky that we have even more 
places to hear our musical heritage than ever 
before and more folks looking to share their 
musical talents with us. 

That leads us into the first album review 
of the new year, a wee bit late since it is tech-
nically a Christmas recording, but frankly 
one that will be staying in my everyday 
play pile for quite some time to come. “The 
Noble Call – Christmas Time in Ireland” 
(www.thenoblecall.com) is one Homeric 
effort by some of this area’s most outstand-
ing musicians. Vocals are handled by Paddy 
Homan, a man who was born to sing, and 

Dave Curley, a man who’s lovely 
voice has brightened many a song. 
Dave also  excels on guitar and 
mandolin, while Brendan Bulger 
adds his considerable prowess 
on fiddle, Mick Broderick adds to 
the mix on guitar, mandolin and 

harmonica and Tom Boyer plays bass and 
Cello. Finally, a man we don’t hear often 
enough, Laurence Nugent, on flute and 
whistle, adds his enormous talent to the 
party. This is a super group and folks who 
were lucky to see their live performances 
this last year will attest to the beauty these 

fellows created. The vocal pieces 
on the cd include “Christmas Time 
in Ireland”, “Holly Bears a Berry”, 
“A Christmas Childhood”, “The 
Wexford Carol”, “The Night Vis-
iting Song” and a most wonderful 
version of “The Kerry Christmas 
Carol”. Interspaced within these 
delightful vocals are some of the 
finest instrumentals you could ask 
for. This “Christmas” recording is 
one that you’ll find yourself listen-
ing to at any time of the year, and 
loving it none the less.

In spite of the declining sales 
in hard copy cds, artists are still 
recording and still issuing cds. The 
big difference I’m seeing is that 

they are harder to get your hands on and the 
quality is infinitely better both in recording 
and performance. A case in point is our next 
cd “Follow the Music” by Ed Miller and 
Rich Brotherton (songsofscotland.com). One 
of the finest Scottish vocalists ever, Ed has 
produced a list of finely crafted recordings 
showcasing Scottish ballads at their finest, 
but in this recording, I think he has done 
his absolute best work. He has assembled 
an absolute stellar cast of musicians to 
assist him in his efforts. Rich Brotherton, 
who shares credit on the album, performs 
harmony vocals and performs on guitar, 
cittern, octave mandolin, banjo, keyboards 

and bass, damn near a one 
man band! The rest are no less 
prestigious, including Iain 
Fraser on fiddle, EJ Jones on 
flute, whistle, smallpipes and 
Highland pipes, Rob Forkner 
on bodhran, Rich Brock on 
harmonica and legendary 
fiddler Kevin Burke adds 
his genius to the mix. Last, 
but not least, Ed’s daughter 
Maggie adds her lovely voice 
in harmony vocals. I still hope 
that Maggie does her own 
recording one of these days 
since she las a lovely voice 

that wants hearing. The mix of songs is 
a truly impressive blending of traditional 
Scottish and contemporary ballad, in-
cluding two of my favorite pieces written 
by the legendary Hamish Henderson, 
“The D-Day Dodgers” and “Freedom 
Come All Ye”. My Pop served in Italy 
in WWII and always had a soft spot in 
his head for the D-Day Dodgers song, 
it’s worth looking up the history on this 
one. All-in-all, this recording is the type 
you’ll want to listen to when you can 
relax with a couple fingers of the finest, 
put your feet up and really listen to this 
fine recording. It won’t be the last time you 
listen to it I reckon.

My last recording this month is another 
that you’ll find yourself listening to time and 
again, not too mention referring to it’s ex-
tensive liner notes, because this is the latest 
from Derek Warfield and the Young Wolfe 
Tones and every recording they make is a 
lesson in our history and, for many of us, an 
emotional experience. “Last Man Standing” 
is the album’s name and, appropriately 
enough it starts out with the best version 
of “Sean South from Garryowen’ I’ve ever 
heard. The recording goes on with historic 
and patriotic tunes designed to make your 
pride awaken and your interest in your his-
tory reawaken. But there’s 
more, in the middle of the 
recording is a delightful ren-
dering of Steve Goodman’s 
“City of New Orleans”. Der-
ek always gives full measure 
in his recordings and there’s 
18 tracks on this beauty and 
all tracks are covered in the 
liner notes and there are full 
lyrics for all songs. There are 
simply too many performers 
to mention them all here but 
I have to mention that the 
lovely and talented Dam-
aris Woods plays banjo and 
mandolin on all tracks. She is 
a trooper and a very talented 
performer whose contri-

butions to the band are invaluable. This is 
recording you’ll want to share with your 
non-Irish friends so that they’ll appreciate 
your pride in your heritage and with your 
Irish friends because they’ll love it as much 
as you. Don’t miss a chance to see Derek 
Warfield and the Young Wolf Tones when 
they’re performing this year, there’s few 
bands that will do as much for your pride 
as this one will. No one performs “Minstrel 
Boy” quite like they do and you’ll totally 
change your attitude towards it.

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The three I's, Ireland, Italy 
and Iceland are among the most 
popular tourist destinations in

I'm leading a Greek Island Cruise 
on October 4th, finishing up the 
month with Italian Shaynaigans 
on October 25th.

John Kennedy of South Bend 
Indiana is hosting a traditional 
pub tour of Ireland on April 26th 
and Ian Gould, another great 
Irish musician and singer is lead-
ing a group to Galway, and Derry 
in the North on his Rocky Road 
to Belfast Tour on October 8th, 
and Houli's tour is in the works.

Diane Sheppard hikes Croatia 
on October 11. And there are 
many more tours to Ireland ad-
vertised in Irish American News.

Distinguished Service Award

MILWAUKEE Celt icM-

has been awarded Ireland’s 
Presidential Distinguished 
Service Award for the Irish 
Abroad.

Founded in 2012, the award 
is presented by the President 
of Ireland, Michael D. Higgins, 
and recognizes individuals 
living abroad for their extraor-
dinary service to the country of 
Ireland and Irish communities. 
Former recipients include busi-
nessman and diplomat Dan 
Rooney as well as acclaimed 
actor and philanthropist Liam 
Neeson.

Each year, no more than ten 
individuals receive this honor

The Tánaiste and Minister 
for Foreign Affairs and Trade, 
Simon Coveney, T.D., an-
nounced and commended this 
year’s recipients, “Through 
their work, they contribute to 
building an invaluably posi-
tive image of Ireland and Irish 
people around the world.”

Milwaukee Irish Fest started 

out as a one-of-a-kind festival 
almost four decades ago and 
since then, has become the 
world’s largest celebration of 
Irish music and culture. Every 
August, the festival welcomes 
over 100,000 fans of Irish and 
Celtic music and culture for 
four days of unprecedented 
music, cultural events, family 
activities and so much more.

“Ed’s concept of staging 
an event to celebrate Irish 
and Celtic music and culture 
has evolved into the thriving 
organization known today 
as CelticMKE,” said Linda 
Clark Klibowitz, president 
of the board of directors for 
CelticMKE.

Necessary Traits 
for Business 
Success in 2019?

Let’s be honest, if you asked 
ten people what traits are most im-
portant for business success, you 
would get exacty ten lists with a 
wide variety of traits.  I am relying 
on a list that an accomplished ex-
ecutive search professional devel-
oped after years in the field.  I have 
done a similar column a couple of 
times, over the last 20 years.  

#1.  INTEGRITY.  It would seem 
that this trait should be an obvious 
choice, given the troubled moral 
landscape present in our current 
society.  This same trait, in the guise 
of HONESTY, is listed as the most 
important characteristic of leader-
ship in the classic book, Leadership 
Challenge by Kouzes and Posner.  
We expect and admire it in our 
leaders.  And we are so disappoint-
ed when those leaders betray the 
trust of their constituencies.  We are 
faced with a lack of INTEGRITY 
throughout our society whether in 
business, academic, military and 
even in religious organizations.

If you expect to be a leader, you 
must continuously guard your 
integrity.  You probably won’t 
be asked directly to sell your 
corporate soul, for an improper, 
possibly illegal activity.  It will 
be more subtle.  It is so easy to 
fall victim to the slippery slope 
of ethical relativity.  How often 
do you examine your own ethical 
standards?  Have you slipped this 
past year?  If you find yourself in 
a potentially troublesome ethical 
situation, consider seeking some 
outside counsel.  Perhaps your 
priest, minister, rabbi or a tough 
minded mentor could help.

#2.  HIGH ENERGY.  Given 
the long hours that people are 
working, everyone needs their 
energy.  Peter McLaughlin, a noted 
authority on the subject of energy 
said it is a function of good eating 
and sleeping habits, exercise and a 
sense of humor.  Do you spend any 

time exercising?  Just 20-30 minutes 
of exercises three or four times a 
week will have a significant effect 
on your energy level.  So it is vital 
that you set aside some part of your 
day to enhance your energy.

#3.  LEADERSHIP.  One of the 
most overdone subjects in business 
literature is leadership.  Many of us 
have difficulty defining leadership, 
but we know leaders when we see 
them.  Tom Selleck in his role as 
Commissioner of the New York 
police department in the TV show, 
Blue Bloods, demonstrates impres-
sive leadership in every episode.  
Almost anyone of reasonable intel-
ligence can accede to a position of 
leader, if they are willing to accept 
the responsibility.  Many people 
have ideas to solve problems, but 
they are not willing to make them 
their own.  Traditionally, leaders 
are held to a higher standard of 
responsibility.  They are expected 
to work harder; be fairer; and to 
challenge themselves and others. 
Have you accepted a role as the 
leader of any activity or organiza-
tion during the past year?  If not, 
how about in 2019?

#4.  EXCELLENT PEOPLE 
SKILLS.  One needs to understand 
the other person’s point of view, 
and that means learning to listen.  
Listening is an absolutely critical 
people skill.  Do you intentionally 
practice your people skills when 
you are dealing with colleagues?  
Challenge yourself to have the spe-
cific intention of listening.  Express 
some genuine interest in the other 
person’s issues.  

#5.  BALANCE.  If you don’t 
have balance in your life, you are 
on the road to failure.  People allow 
themselves to be tethered to their 
electronic devices. They become 
slaves to technology. They lose 
the skills it takes to interact with 
other people.  

Do you normally take your full 
allotment of vacation days?  Many 
people don’t; they are either afraid 
they will lose their jobs or want to 
display their total loyalty to the 

company, but time off is important.
#6.  SENSE OF HUMOR.  There 

are people who could find humor 
in any situation.  Such people are 
a valuable asset to an organiza-
tion.  They bring levity to stressful 
situations.  Strive to improve your 
sense of humor.  A comedic view of 
the world can help you to see the 
lighter side of situations.

#7.  CHEMISTRY.  For a person 
to succeed, s/he must find an or-
ganization where his style works. 
Don’t expect to succeed in an 
organization that is diametrically 
opposed to your natural self: it 
simply takes too much energy.  
Remember, many organizations 
want their personnel to fit a certain 
image.  If you aren’t a good fit, 
move on.  

#8.  INTELLIGENCE.  When 
you think about the leaders in your 
company, are you awed by their 
intellectual firepower?  If you see 
yourself as an average guy/gal, 
you may still be smarter than 50% 
of the other people.  How smart do 
you have to be to run a company?  
Mature judgment must accompany 
intelligence.  Virtually all studies 
indicate the importance of feeding 
one’s intellectual engine.  When 
did you last read a substantial 
study or book in or out of your 
field?  What is the focus of your 
self-development program?  

#9.  PROVEN ACHIEVEMENT.  
People decide on what you can 
do for them in the future based 
on what you have done in the 
past.  People commonly fail to 
give themselves credit for sig-
nificant achievements.  Lifetime 
achievers simply don’t see their 
achievements as clearly as others 
do.  Analyze your background 
thoroughly: look at yourself with 
the eye of a stranger.  You might 
be surprised to realize how many 
important achievements you have 
in your background.   

#10.  GLOBAL ORIENTATION.  
Obviously companies are continu-
ing to move manufacturing and 
other services off shore.  We may 
tend to see our wonderful country 
as the center of the universe, but 
we need to remember that Amer-
icans represent only about 5% of 
the world population.  Educate 
yourself on the cultures and lan-
guages where your company does 

business.  
As we begin a new year, you 

might want to assess yourself 
against these criteria.  Ask three of 
your friends to grade you on these 
traits.  CARPE DIEM.

FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION:  
Work for a cause, not for applause.  
Live life to express, not to impress. 
Don’t strive to make your presence 
noticed, just make your absence 
felt.

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Cliffhanger Brexit 
In early December, observers of 

British politics readied to witness 
how badly the Withdrawal Agree-
ment (WA) from the European 
Union, which British Prime Min-
ister Theresa May had negotiated, 
would get hammered in a vote in 
British Parliament. Westminster 
boffins calculated a defeat north 
of 100 votes. That would have been 
followed by bitter denunciations 
of it and of May, both by her own 
Conservative Party and her waver-
ing government partners, the DUP. 

It is hard to imagine an agree-
ment more germane to avoiding a 
hard border in Ireland, and to the 
future of Northern Ireland, than 
the WA. And what were North-
ern Ireland politicians elected to 
Westminster doing about it? The 
10 DUP MPs were determined 
to vote it down, and the 7 Sinn 
Féin MPs were not voting at all. 
Leader of Sinn Féin, Mary Lou 
McDonald, said that the DUP 
was ‘catastrophically wrong’ in 
rejecting the WA. Yet Sinn Féin was 
equally vehement in not taking its 
seats in Westminster to facilitate 
its passage.

DUP MPs have now unblush-
ingly aligned themselves with the 
rebels within the Conservative 
party who are set upon toppling 
Theresa May. May has not quite 
given up on regaining the DUP’s 
support, but trust in them will 
now always be in question: expect 
to hear a lot less of rhetoric from 
May about ‘our precious union’. 
Now that she cannot rely on the 
DUP on Brexit, they cannot rely 
on her either.

The WA represents one of the 
last chances for British elected 
representatives to avoid the train 
wreck that is a no-deal crash out of 
the EU in March 2019. May was set 
to stake her political career on its 
not being defeated too comprehen-
sively (the prospect of her winning 
was nil). However, on December 
10th, due to the swelling ranks 

of rebels in her own party, May 
cancelled the much-trumpeted 
vote on the fate of Britain. She 
then shuttled off to various parts 
of Europe to meet leaders of EU 
countries in her bid to either rene-
gotiate the agreement or to obtain 
letters of assurance from European 
leaders that the WA’s terms on the 
Irish backstop (guarantee of no 
hard border) would not apply in 
practice for long.

May’s retreat emboldened a 
contingent within her party to 
successfully gather letters from the 
requisite 48 British MPs to mount 
a motion of no-confidence in their 
leader. So May was back in Lon-
don fighting for her political life 
in a vote against her on December 
12th. May prevailed by 200 votes 
to 117, and this was proclaimed a 
victory both by the rebels and by 
May. In truth, the vote settled very 
little. May cannot be challenged in 
a vote of no-confidence for another 
year, if she survives that long as 
PM. She probably will not: as part 
of her scramble to shore up sup-
port, she had to agree not lead the 
party into the next election.

Even so, she will be PM in the 
lead up to March 29th 2019, the 
date set for the UK to exit the EU, 
and she is now faced with a Sisy-
phean task. For example, to try to 
retain leadership, she guaranteed 
the DUP that she would secure a 
Brexit deal that they will be happy 
with—this is impossible because 
the EU is not budging on the WA 
they have agreed with May, and 
the DUP has rejected it out of hand 
already. Whereas getting her WA 
through Parliament as it stands 
remains highly improbable.  

So what viable options does she 
have? She does not really have any. 
However, the option of remaining 
in EU, if May could steer parlia-
ment to accept that outcome, just 
became much easier thanks to the 
work of a group of cross-party 
Scottish politicians elected to 
various parliaments (Scotland, 
Westminster and Europe). They 

prompted the Scottish court to seek 
the legal opinion of the European 
Court of Justice’s advocate-general 
as to whether Brexit is reversible. 
The advocate-general advised on 
December 4th that Brexit need not 
proceed unless the UK parliament 
gives its final approval. This option 
attenuated the Brexiteers’ position 
still further. Not only have they 
failed to negotiate a Brexit for the 
entire UK worth having (a doomed 
objective from the outset), their 
‘solutions’ to the Irish border co-
nundrum have all transpired to be 
malarky. Now there is the option 
of abandoning the whole mission, 
and watching the value of the 
British pound recover accordingly. 

The principal barrier to good 
sense prevailing on Brexit is the 
denialism that afflicts a significant 
faction of the Conservative Party in 
Britain. The nub of that denialism 
continues to centre on the canard 

that a meaningful Brexit for the 
entire UK without a hard Irish 
border is possible. It is not. Ireland 
as Ireland is small and less signifi-
cant than Britain, so it profoundly 
irks elements of the Conservative 
Party that Ireland’s border issue (as 
they see it) is impeding the majes-
tic Brexit they initially envisaged. 
What they still cannot concede is 
that Ireland as EU member is in-
finitely stronger than Britain since 
it negotiates as part of a bloc of 
over 500 million people. Promoting 
a strategy of putting the Irish back 
in ‘their place’ (as one Conserva-
tive party MP opined recently), or 
of cutting food exports to Ireland to 
gain leverage in negotiations with 
the EU, as another Conservative 
MP suggested, are measures of the 
visionless idiocy that now grips 
the party. 

So, is it a soft Brexit, as outlined 
in the WA with a few last minute 

assurances on the backstop from 
the EU, or the threat of exiting the 
EU in March 2019 without a deal, 
or even a reversion to the original 
question—to proceed with Brexit 
at all? The crisis remains opaque 
because the British government 
has been so incapable of forming 
a coherent strategy: on Decem-
ber 13th, at an EU summit, May 
maintained that she is ‘crystal 
clear’ about what assurances she 
requires about the Irish backstop. 
When pressed for details about 
the assurances, she could not 
provide any. 

No matter what happens, the 
conflicts wrought by the Brexit 
referendum in June 2016, and by 
the flailing attempts to effect Brexit 
since then, have created enormous 
divisions in the UK. Disunity has 
now profoundly taken root. Who 
in British politics anticipates a 
bright brand New Year?

All in Jest
They are very friendly, seems 

to be a catch phrase for most 
people when describing the 
Irish.  No doubt there is some 
truth to the Irish charm, the 
smiling eyes etc.  But as much as 
it seems cliched, and stereotypi-
cal, it’s also complimentary.  It’s 
certainly preferable to the more 
negative side of the caricature, 
the Irish drunk. Wherever I go, I 
rarely hear anyone say anything 
derogatory about the Irish.  We 
seemed to have conquered the 
world with our witty sense of 
humour; especially at times of 
real tragedy.  Nothing seems to 
dampen our need for a laugh 
and this is a gift. 

People know us for our musi-
cians, dramatists, poets, writers 
and of course dancing.  For a 
small country, we have made 
our impression.  In the 80s, 
I would be frequently asked 
about the Troubles.  How could 
such friendly people end up 
fighting each other; a question 
that required an extensive and 
overbearing lesson in Irish his-
tory that had no guarantee of 
satisfying the questioner. In the 
90s, it was the Celtic Tiger.  Ire-
land, was now a ferocious mon-
ey-making animal, capable of 
leading the way towards a bright 
and prosperous future. For the 
first time, Ireland was a honey-
pot that attracted people in need 
of work.  The new millennium 
saw the notorious financial crash 
with its subsequent austerity 
measures.  Our ascension, and 
dramatic fall from prosperity 
was on a par with Icarus himself.  

Now, when people think 
about Ireland, it’s Brexit.  Have 
you ever tried to explain the 
complexities of the UK’s deci-
sion to leave Europe?  If you 
thought explaining 800 years of 
history under British rule was 
too in-depth, too complicated for 
the beginner, then try explaining 

Brexit.  For two years running, 
I’ve been part of an esteemed 
panel put together to break 
down in easy to understand 
language the latest news on 
Brexit.  Such a challenge is, as 
you can imagine, fraught with 
great problems.  If you simplify 
for ease, you lose the more com-
plex nuances of the situation, 
or if you complicate the subject 
to the point of abstraction, the 
audience is lost. 

My Jewish friends say ‘two 
Jews, three opinions’.  Every-
body has their take on what 
Brexit means.  Indeed, the many 
faceted sides of the British di-
vorce from Europe is much akin 
to a Beckett play.  You can say 
anything about it without being 
absolutely wrong or absolutely 
right. Everyone has an opinion, 
usually based on their own 
political bias. To quote Joyce’s 
Stephen in Ulysses, Brexit is the 
‘nightmare from which we are 
trying to awake’.  

Most people would agree, that 
the referendum to leave Europe 
was poorly orchestrated.   Voters 
were ill-informed as to what 
they were voting for and reacted 
to fear mongering. However, 
the deed is done, and now we 
are faced with the inevitable 
reality that such decisions to 
‘uncouple’ do not happen quick-
ly.  Separation affects more than 
one party.  There are financial 
repercussions, and repositioning 
of future relations between those 
parties involved. It is somewhat 
funny that the sticking point to 
separation, ironically enough, is 
Northern Ireland.  

Since the peace agreement of 
1998, the Republic of Ireland and 
Northern Ireland have enjoyed a 
fruitful relationship.  Cross-bor-
der security, trade, and move-
ment of people has continued 
to unite the two separate parts 
of the country in ways that has 
been a beneficial to the island 

as a whole.  So much so, that 
any discussion of resurrecting 
a hard border would jeopardize 
the good relations between the 
two countries.  A hard border 
would be retrogressive, and 
would undo all the good work 
of the peace agreement.  So, with 
the date of separation looming, 
March 2019, there has been a 
lot of shuffling back and forth 
between the UK and Europe 
regarding the future Ireland.  
No border would ensure the 
unchecked movement of people, 
something the UK wants to curb.  
A checkpoint between Northern 
Ireland and Britain would mean 
treating British province differ-
ently to other parts of the UK, 
something the Unionists refuse 
to endorse. 

So now, where are we in all of 
the endless discussions?  Again, 
I reiterate, it’s anyone guess. 

The recent tentative agreement 
is proving to be yet another 
false claim of progress.  For, 
when there is one step forward, 
two backward steps follow in 
succession.  In such a climate 
of uncertainty, old loyalties are 
bared.  Nationalists continue 
to question the legitimacy of 
the Northern Irish State, while 
Unionists hold fast to the ‘no sur-
render’ policy of earlier years.  
The stalemate between the two 
communities that had softened 
after the Good Friday agreement 
has become more pronounced as 
the finger-pointing continues to 
exacerbate fears on both sides. 

Needless to say, even with 
such polarization there is always 
one consistent, the Irish sense of 
humour.  Give us an enigma of 
colossal proportions and we’ll 
find a way of poking fun at it.  
I think it’s to our credit that 

no matter how much life takes 
us seriously, we find a way to 
lighten its grip.  There is no 
way to describe the unflappable 
humour of the Irish.  Its sacrile-
gious, rich in wit, and devastat-
ing to those who would ruin a 
good joke with sobriety.  When 
Heaney, reacting to the English 
press and their jaundiced view 
of the Northern Irish violence, 
writes ‘Yet I live here, I live here 
too, I sing’, he demonstrates the 
Irish love of life.  My Jewish 
friend also shared this sentiment 
about the Jews, ‘they tried to kill 
us, we survived, let's eat’.  I love 
the humour.  Desperate times 
require comedy.  We cannot 
sustain, or survive on a diet of 
parliamentary debates that end 
up in the same cul-de-sac.  Hu-
mour keeps us sane.  We need to 
reminded that life is for singing, 
laughing, and enjoying.

County Leitrim
This month I will cover Co. 

Leitrim it is in the province of 
Connacht. The population is 
about 32,000. The county encom-
passes the historic Gaelic terri-
tory of West Breffney. Leitrim 
has a hilly and mountainous 
landscape in the north west and 
is relatively flat in the south east. 
The coastline is about 2 ½ miles 
long. The Shannon is linked to 
the river Erne via Shannon wa-
terway. Notable lakes include: 
Gill, Allen, Melvin, Macnean, 
Scur, Belhavel, Rynn & Garadice. 
Leitrim formed the western half 
of the kingdom of Breffney The 
region was long influenced by 
the O’Rourke family of Droma-
hair whose Heraldic lion occu-
pies the official county shield 
till this day. Close ties initially 
existed with the O’Reilly clan 
in the Eastern part of the King-
dom, however a split occurred. 
Long ago Ireland was covered in 
woodland and five great forests 
are traditionally said to have 

stood in Leitrim. About 100 years 
ago almost the whole county was 
one undivided forest. Many of 
these great forests were removed 
for the making of charcoal for 
iron works around Slieve Anier-
in. The last coal mine was closed 
in 1990 and now they have a vis-
itor center. The book of Fenagh 
is the most famous medieval 
manuscript and it originated in 
Leitrim. It was probably original-
ly created by St. Caillin. Through 
different periods of time it was 
written by different people. All 
the writers were either monks in 
Fenagh Abbey. They were asked 
by the Abbot to do the work. 
The original book, which was 
altogether in verse was written 
during the 14th century. In 1516 it 
was discovered that the original 
vellum of the book had begun 
to decay. Tadhg O’ Rodaigh 
Coarb of St Caillin/lay Abbot 
commissioned Muirghis Mac 
Paidin Ul mhaolchonaire, of the 
scholarly family O’Maolchonaire 
near Elphin to produce the Book 

of Fenagh. It was based on a col-
lection of poems called the Old 
Book of Caillin. It is an excellent 
example of Gaelic literature. The 
book is mostly in verse attributed 
to St. Caillin. It was about the 
saints, and the famous relic the 
Bell of Fenagh. A few famous 
people from Leitrim include: 
Pat Quinn ( Pat was a hotelier, 
storyteller, and founder of the 
Quinnsworth group, Ireland's 
first supermarket chain.) Mar-
garet Haughery (philanthropist 
known as the mother of orphans) 
and John McGahern, (author). A 
few Leitrim songs: Wild Rose of 
Leitrim & The Ballad of Drum-
shanbo Ballinamore. I’ll leave 
you with this short message: 
People have been coming to the 
wise man, complaining about the 
same problems every time. One 
day he told them a joke, and ev-
eryone roared in laughter.  After 
a couple of minutes, he told them 
the same joke and only a few of 
them smiled. When he told the 
same joke for the third time no 
one laughed anymore. The wise 
man smiled and said, “You can’t 
laugh at the same joke over and 
over. So why are you always 
crying about the same problem?”

Illinois Will Go Green 
Folks legalized cannabis is coming to 

Illinois and will be legal this year. So with 
that in mind, Illinois needs to promulgate 
policies that maintain a safe 
and orderly marketplace for 
a dangerous substance and 
foster a sound business en-
vironment.

Issues the state should 
consider

Here are some issues the 
state should think through 
before legalizing cannabis. 

1. Should we have minimum pricing?
For cannabis, the issue is paramount 

because selling below a certain price 
becomes a potential public safety issue. 
If someone is allowed to offer cannabis 
at a low price, we could be flooding the 
market with cannabis and induce more 
people to buy a harmful drug.

This could happen in theory but it is 
harder to imagine in practice. The ex-
penses are so high in this industry that 
it would not make sense to engage in 
this practice.  Cannabis companies are 
not eligible for federal tax deductions or 
bank financing, which means they need to 
obtain non-traditional financing at higher 
rates. With the high cost of operating a 
business, it would be very hard to afford 
mass selling product at a loss. 

2. Local and community input
Under the Illinois Liquor Control Act, 

the local government officials determine 
whether to allow the sale of alcoholic 
liquor. They control the issuance of retail 
liquor licenses and can deny a license or 
limit the number of licenses issued.

When cannabis becomes legal, the state 
should allow the local governments these 
same privileges. A locality should decide 
whether a cannabis dispensary can setup 

shop. In fact, the state should go further 
and allow a locality the power to deter-
mine whether they want a producer, dis-
tributor or cultivator of cannabis within 
their boundaries.

3.	 Safety and compliance 
issues 

The state should consid-
er safety and compliance 
measures carefully when it 
legalizes cannabis. Without 
these measures, the state is 
inducing an illegal and free 
wheeling drug market. Here 
are some suggestions:

a) The state should utilize a barcode 
tracking system for its marijuana plants. 

b) The state should require 24-hour 
video surveillance and should have an 
adequately fenced facility. I know it seems 
like we are turning the cannabis farm into 
a prison, however the facility needs to be 
secured. 

c) Sell it only in dispensaries. Please 
don’t allow its sale in liquor or groceries 
stores. Further, make it illegal to enter 
if someone is under 21. We don’t want 
children around the product!

4. Black-Market concerns
Even with legalized cannabis, there is 

a serious threat of a black market. I often 
hear people say legalize it and tax the hell 
out of it! Well great reasoning but taxing 
the hell out of it may induce more illegal 
sales. If the state imposes a heavy can-
nabis excise tax, we can expect a healthy 
black-market.  

The best solution is to highly tax it but 
do not go overboard. The legislature will 
have a balancing act of taxing the product 
high enough to not make it readily used, 
and not taxing it too much, which would 
drive the price so high that it drives con-
sumers to the black-market. 

Also remember that cannabis is not a 

panacea for our budget woes!  Remem-
ber your history, in Illinois the panacea 
was once the lottery and then legalized 
gambling. Cannabis will raise revenue 
but don’t depend on it to solve budget 
issues, only responsible budget policies 
can achieve this goal.

Another possible policy idea is to limit 
how much cannabis is grown in Illinois. 
In Oregon cannabis suppliers grew so 
much product that the oversupply fed 
black-markets in other states.  These con-
sequences lead to violations of federal law 
and could lead the federal government to 
shut down or heavily sanction the Illinois 
cannabis market. I am personally against 
caps; however, this is an issue that policy 
makers could debate.

A further solution is the state should 
restrict how much cannabis a customer 
could purchase. Oregon has a limit of 1 
ounce per day. By limiting these amounts, 
Illinois could cut down on a Sam’s Club 
type purchase that may be smuggled into 
the black-market of bordering states.

5. Miscellaneous issues
There are issues that 

may seem peripheral but 
are actually very import-
ant for maintaining a safe 
and orderly marketplace.

1. Cannabis dispensaries 
should be limited in their 
hours of operation. Since 
there is not a long track 
record on legalization, 
the state should proceed 
cautiously. Oregon’s law 
on 10:00 pm closing times 
is a sound guideline.

2. The state should con-
sider a ban on consump-
tion in public, and should 
penalize profoundly those 
that smoke in public parks 

or other places. Nothing is fouler than the 
smell of stale marijuana! 

3. We should also proceed cautiously 
before licensing Amsterdam style coffee 
shops, which might not be very appealing 
for a locality’s residents.

Green Theory 
Cannabis will be legal but complicat-

ed. As indicated earlier, Illinois needs to 
strike the right balance between fostering 
a favorable business environment and 
maintaining a safe and orderly market-
place. There is not a long track record 
for cannabis legalization, so Illinois 
policymakers will make decisions with 
imperfect information. 

Illinois has got it wrong often times, let 
us hope they get it right here!

6th January, Twelfth 
Day, Epiphany, Old Christmas

This day was also known as Little 

Christmas.
A recent custom is Nollaig na mBhan, 

or Women's Christmas, when husbands, 
sons and boyfriends treat their wives, 
mothers and girlfriends respectively in 
appreciation of what they have done for 
them.
St. Bride's 
(Bridget's, Brigid's) Eve

Celtic: It was an ancient belief that the 
Celtic Goddess Bride visited the poor and 
hungry tonight and blessed and provided 
for those who made her welcome. Prepa-
rations for her visit were accompanied by 
much ritual, both within the house and 
about the village. The Church transferred 
this belief to St. Brigid of Kildare, an Irish 
abbess.

Ireland: A typical supper would have 
been sowans, Colcannon or Champ, 
Dumplings, apple cake and fruit cakes. 
Boxty Bread and pancakes were also 
popular. Pancakes were eaten from plates 
on rush crosses. 

It was believed that St. Brigid visited 
households to bless them, and in order to 
maker her welcome a rush mat was left 
outside for her to kneel on, and bread for 
her and a sheaf of corn for her white cow 
left on the step. A bed made from rushes 
or birch twigs was put in front of the 
fire. Further protection was obtained by 
making, out of straw or rushes, St. Brig-
id's Crosses. After sprinkling them with 
holy water they were hung up over the 
door in house and byre to keep fire and 
evil away. There were regional designs, 
but most featured lozenge or diamond 
shapes, originally symbols of the sun or 
eyes. The rushes were pulled, not cut, and 
were overlapped sunrise (left to right). 
Another shape made was the swastika, a 
three-legged one being put up in the byre.

Groups of young people went from 
door to door offering blessings in return 
for food or money. They displayed a straw 
effigy of St. Brigid or a decorated doll 
dressed in white. An image of the saint 
was called a B�de�g or Biddy. Biddy Boys 
would go in fancy dress or in girls' clothes, 
wearing straw masks. Many counties held 
St. Brigid Processions, with a girl dressed 
in white carrying a St. Brigid's Cross.

Another custom was to place on an 
outside windowsill a silk ribbon, called 
St. Brigid's Ribbon (Ribin Brighid, Brat 
Bride, Bratog Bride, St. Brigid's Mantle 
or other item that goes round body such 
as scarf, sash or belt.

In Western parts of Co.  Galway visitors 
to a house brought a St. Brigid's Girdle 
(Crios Bride), which was a late looped 
plaited straw rope, which plaited straw 

crosses attached. Householders would 
cross themselves, say an invocation to St. 
Brigid, and go through the girdle three 
times. Still larger ones were made for 
passing cattle through. This custom is 
still observed in Co Galway west of Loch 
Corrib and in he Aran Islands.

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Reading the first line in the preface to 
Michelle Obama’s biography “Becoming,"  
prompted a desire for self analysis, a form 
of reflection. So the book lay on my night 
table and I spent more than an hour soul 
searching. I put the book down, took up a 
pen, a notebook, a reporter’s power tools 
and sailed into reverie jotting copious 
notes.

That first line written by Mrs. 
Obama, the US distinguished First 
Lady Emeritus, divulged  that as 
a child living in the South Shore 
neighborhood of Chicago, “My as-
pirations were simple.” She longed 
for a dog and a house with stairs. 

As a kid, what did I want?  My 
Irish home already had an upstairs, 
but no dog. So what did I want 
when a child living in the Republic 
of Ireland?  I had a mother, father, 
a brother, a sister and a myriad of 
uncles, aunts, cousins. When the 
adults were free from conflict, all 
speaking to each other, we’d gather 
together to sing songs, tell stories, 
and filled with anticipation, we children 
waited until Uncle Tom had consumed 
sufficient whiskey, and summon us to sit at 
his feet as he  launched into his wondrous 
magical show.  We were mesmerized. The 
first magical act was the unfurling from 
his mouth a black and red typewriter 
ribbon. It was long, he made appropriate 
gagging noises that scared and thrilled us. 
The unfurling took a while and every one 
of us wondered how his stomach could 
hold such a thing and if it hurt as he pulled 
the long stripped ribbon slowly from his 
mouth until it eventually lay raveling at 
his feet. It was a jaw dropping trick, never 

tried, never forgotten.
As I further reflected on my own child-

hood, I recalled sitting in a darkened bed-
room in a house a few doors from ours, 
and gazed upon my friend Fiona who, ac-
cording to Irish custom,  was waked in her 
bed wearing her First Communion dress 
and veil, her small hands folded, interlaced 
with Mother of Pearl rosary beads. Fio-

na was my best 
friend, we walked 
to school together 
and played skip 
rope almost ev-
ery day.  We also 
marched in tan-
dem to the altar to 
receive first com-
munion when 
we were seven. I 
never knew why 
my friend died. 
No illness, nor 
disease was ever 
mentioned and 
I was too young 

to inquire, maybe even wise, recognizing 
it as an adult secret. Perhaps I was just 
compliant, being drilled with the mantra 
that children should be seen and not heard.

The shades were drawn, her room dark, 
blessed candles casting shadows over Fio-
na’s pale face, the flickering light cascading 
shadows off blank walls. I sat for ages 
certain my play pal was a saint and God 
took her soul high in the sky into heaven. 
God performed the same feat for His  
Mother Mary when she died, as she fully 
ascended, as my holy picture illustrated, 
into billowing clouds wearing flounces of 
blue long beautiful robes, a halo shinning 

shimmers around her head.
That’s what I wanted as a child. To be 

saintly, to die, to be air lifted to heaven. I 
told no one until now. I said my prayers ev-
ery night kneeling at my bedside following 
the family’s recitation of the rosary. Once in 
bed I smooth the top sheet over the down 
comforter, easing out the wrinkles, clasped 
my hands, rosary beads threaded through, 
and if I died during the night that’s how I’d 
be found in the morning. My family would 
not be sad because they’d know I was up 
in heaven with Fiona.

Looking back, these thoughts had noth-
ing to do with suicidal thinking. We were 
taught by nuns and priests, bishops and 
cardinals, that happiness could never be 
achieved on earth. In order to reach our 
eternal salvation, goodness, modesty, chas-
tity and hoards of requirements must be 
applied throughout life. In actual fact, my 
thoughts of death as a child were spiritual 
and heaven my goal.

We change as we grow. Call it enlight-
enment, education or simply one’s own 
perspective. When I picked up the Obama 
book again I made comparisons. How 
far Michelle Robinson Obama had come 
from a simple dwelling in Chicago to the 
ivory tower at Harvard, a legal career in 
a prominent Chicago law firm, and the 
Creme de La Creme, a private residence 

in the White House. 
I marveled how far I had come as a child, 

an adult, a mother, a widow, a grand-
mother. America provided the opportunity 
to thrive as an immigrant, even if the US 
government referred to us as aliens. To live 
a life outside Ireland back in the fifties was 
paramount when economic darkness cre-
ated a brain drain from the Emerald Isle to 
the United States, Australia, New Zealand, 
England and places unnamed. That too 
has changed, the land thrives, economy 
making a tremendous resurgence and the 
Irish flit back and forth between Dublin 
and Los Angeles like a trip from Chicago’s 
Wrigley Bridge to the Art Institute. As a 
race our contributions to America  have 
filled history books, and include  politics, 
medicine, law, literature, theater, builders 
of roads, bridges, railroads. Songs have 
been sung, poems written.

As the New Year dawns, resolutions 
made, usually dissolved in the span of a 
week, I pause having long ago abandoned 
my personal quest for sainthood, and cel-
ebrate the treasures of mind and body in 
a life lived long and productive. My only 
regret, when I do make the transition from 
this life to the hereafter, my first commu-
nion dress is nowhere to be found. Alas, 
it wouldn’t fit so regrets present as pure 
folly. Happy New Year!

New Business of the Year.
The Irish Veterans Medal of 

Honor Exhibition, which opened 
in March at the Irish Veterans 
Museum at The Glen, Kinsale, 
includes the medal awarded in 
1898 to Michael Gibbons for ac-
tion during the Spanish American 
War. Gibbons, originally from 
County Mayo, was a U.S. Navy 
sailor when he was awarded the 
medal for action in 1898 during 
the Spanish American War during 
a mission to cut an underwater 
communication cable leading from 
Cienfugos, Cuba.

Of the more than 3,500 Medals 
of Honor awarded since it was 
established during the Civil War, 
more than 2,000 have gone to men 
of Irish descent, among these more 
than 250 born in Ireland. Declan 
Hughes, founder of Irish Veterans, 
which established the exhibition, 
said it was a huge surprise simply 
to be nominated for a Tidy Towns 
ward, and to come away with the 
commendation was “absolutely 
extraordinary.”

“There were three businesses in 
the running, and I understand the 
[Highly Commended citation] was 
made to us because of the quality 
of the exhibition space and the fact 
that, as a tourist initiative, we have 
seen several thousand people visit 
us,” Hughes said.

I’ve always believed in the im-
portance of education. Too many 
people fall victim to a variety of 
scams simply because they don’t 
always know what they don’t 
know. One area where lack of infor-
mation can be costly is in the field 
of Home Health Care. It’s often 
the case that home health care de-
cisions have to be made at a times 
of high emotion or vulnerability. In 
those situations, prior knowledge 
really can be power. Knowing the 
difference between home health, 
home service and home placement 
helps families needing the services 
to truly understand what is being 
offered by each, and what it means 
for them. 

Let’s start with Home Health 
Agencies. Home health services are 
ordered by a physician; usually for 
extended care after discharge from 
a hospital, skilled nursing care and 
or rehabilitation facility. Home 
Health may also be referred from 
a physician’s office. These skilled 
Services are paid for by Medicare if 
the patient meets the home health 
requirements. Home Health bene-
fit covers Physical Therapy, Occu-
pational Therapy, skilled nursing, 
medical social workers, and Home 
Health aides. This service is short 
term, intermittent, and is delivered 
in the home setting. Home Health 
services are not a continuous 24 x7 
type of service. 

Some patients leaving hospital 
don’t require that type of specific 
health service but may not be 
permitted to go home alone be-
cause they require assistance on a 
regular, continuous or intermittent 
basis dependent on their personal 
circumstances. 

At this point Home Services will 
be recommended by the hospital 
discharge planner or case manager. 

In that situation, every hospital 
and rehabilitation facility in Illinois 
is required to give you a list of pro-
viders. That seems helpful, except 
that what this list contains and how 
it’s organized is not standardized 

and can be a bit misleading. Some 
lists are alphabetical, some are not. 
Some are short, while others can be 
a long as 17 pages. However the list 
is presented, what you’ll find on 
that list are names and contact in-
formation for Home Health Agen-
cies; Hospice Agencies; Home Care 
Agencies and Home Placement 
Agencies. With no explanation 
of the services or the differences. 
But you, as the consumer/patient, 
have the right to choose who you 
would like to provide your care. 

My advice is to choose carefully. 
Interview several agencies before 
making a final decision because, 
despite all of them being on the 
hospital lists and all having the 
word ‘Agency’ in their title, they 
are NOT all the same, and some 
may not be official agencies. Sev-
eral hospitals have not yet brought 
their lists current to the new regu-
lation. See below. 

A full service Private Duty 
Home Care Agency, employs all 
the caregivers sent out by that 
agency. For you, this means that 
the agency is 100% responsible for 
the caregivers who are employees 
of the agency. They are not your 
employee nor are they subcontrac-
tors. Agencies in fact, cannot by 
law, employ subcontractors/1099 
staff. 

An Agency therefore takes care 
of everything; hiring and firing; 
paying wages and reporting taxes; 
insuring; training; scheduling and 
supervising every caregiver. 

Illinois law requires every agen-
cy to carry out mandatory back-
ground and fingerprint checks and 
many also do regular drug testing. 

Drug testing, however, is not 
mandated for Home service ,Home 
placement licensure, making find-
ing out about an agency’s drug 
testing policies another good rea-
son to interview several.

The Home Care Agency’s re-
sponsibilities are essentially the 
same as the hospital employee so 
I like to call this option the, ‘one-

stop shop’, relieving you and your 
family of the additional burden of 
managing what would essentially 
be an in-house employee.

Home Placement Agencies are 
also licensed by the State of Illinois. 
They too will appear on the list you 
will be given at discharge. Place-
ment agencies are also required to 
carry out background checks on 
the candidates they place, and pro-
vide an annual training for all the 
caregiver’s they place in homes. 

And that’s where the similarity 
ends. 

A home placement agency does 
just what the title suggests it ‘plac-
es’. Taking this option means you 
will pay the agency for a caregiver 
who will also be paying a fee to 
their agent from the same place-
ment agency.  

Then the agency is done!  
A placement agency, by law, 

cannot supervise or follow the care 
in your home. Caregivers placed 
by home placement agencies are 
not employed by the placement 
agency but by you. Meaning you 
take full responsibility for manag-
ing the caregiver, and making you 
responsible for all local, state and 
federal taxes, insurances, and the 
supervision and scheduling of that 
worker. It can be a good option or 
a heavy additional burden. 

Before January 2018, ‘the lists’ 
provided by hospitals could have 
contained the names of several 
unlicensed agencies as well. Re-
quiring additional research on 
your part to make sure you were 
trusting your care to a responsible 
agency. The Home Care Associa-
tion of America, Illinois Chapter, 
was instrumental in getting new 
legislation introduced stopping 
hospitals or healthcare providers 
who receive state funding, from 
referring patients to an in-home 
care service agency who are NOT 
licensed under the Home Health, 
Home Services, and Home Nurs-
ing Agency Act, a giant step for-
ward in ensuring patient quality 
and safety. If your hospital is not 
covered by the law make sure you 
take especial care in your decision 
making.

Take away: Ask to see a copy of 
the Agencies licensure and current 
insurance and ALWAYS verify the 
agency is on the IDPH website and 
currently licensed. http://www.
idph.state.il.us/healthcarefacili-
ties/homehealth_list.htm  if they 
aren’t on the Illinois departments 
of public health website, be safe, 
don’t hire them.

This new regulation  effective 

January 1, 2018 applies to hospitals 
licensed under the Illinois hospital 
licensing act, hospitals operated 
under the university of Illinois 
hospital act, nursing homes oper-
ated under the nursing home care 
act and all health care provider’s 
licensed under and act of state in 
Illinois. If you have any further

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Music in our lives-what does it mean 
to us?  How does it affect us?  Is it en-
joyment, a catalyst, a balm? Do we crave 
it at certain times of our days or lives?  
Is it in the background or forefront?  Do 
we even think about any of this at all?  
And by now, many of you are thinking, 
Maryann, just let enjoy our music!

Just released several weeks ago is 
a very special album with a driving 
purpose of trying to deal with, and to 
some extent, heal a wrong that has af-
fected this musician for over 43 years.  
Master of the low whistle, Cormac Juan 
Breatnach, has composed, produced and 
released THE WHISTLE BLOWER, an 
album of six sets of tunes that tell the 
story of the wrongful arrest and forced 
self-incrimination of his brother Osgur 
and four other men in the Sallins Mail 
Train Robbery of 1976.  While well 
known in Ireland, many here knew little 
or nothing about this event.  I had the 
honor of spending time talking to Conor 
about this album and what it meant to 

him.
When Cormac was 

13 and living with 
his parents in Dun 
Laoghaire just south 
of Dublin, his broth-
er Osgur along with 

Nicky Kelly, Brian McNally, Michael 
Plunkett, and John Fitzpatrick, were 
taken into custody, released but then 
rearrested, taken into tunnels and cells 
and tortured and beaten by the Gardai 
and forced into signing confessions in 
order to save their lives.  They made 
outlandish statements so untrue that 
they “knew’ they would be exonerated 
when lawyers and judges reviewed 
them.  They made statements of how 
they were beaten and tortured.  This 
however, is not what happened.  At the 

time there was widespread corruption 
within the Gardai and judicial system.  
There was a group of Gardai in the Cen-
tral Detective Unit known as the “Heavy 
Gang” who were famous or their tactics 
of getting confessions.

The men were taken to court, tried 
in front of judges, one of whom kept 
falling asleep.  When the men’s legal 
team put in a complaint of this judge’s 
capabilities, the other judges all attested 
to his ability to listen to and render a 
fair decision.  He died of a heart ailment 

three weeks later.  Judges accepted the 
Gardai statements that the injuries the 
men suffered were self-inflicted or from 
other inmates, not torture.  This story 
goes on for several more years, contin-
ually incredulous. 

Being 13, Cormac said he was forced 
to too quickly grow up.  He said that he 
went from being “…innocent to being 
under siege continually…” He had to 
acknowledge that the very people who 
were supposed to protect him were 
the conspirators. He said there was the 
sense of incredulity-living a nightmare, 
hoping to wake up, but it was contin-
uous.   His family and friends were 
totally involved in the task of proving 
the men’s innocence.  He would go to 
school in the daytime, and hang posters 
at night.

While his brother was eventually 
released, no fault was admitted by the 
judicial system.  This has left a burning 
hole that was not healing within Cormac 
and affecting his life ever since.  Being 
awarded grants from the Arts Council, 
Cormac was encouraged to explore his 
feelings and create work, both in theater 
and music, that would express all he and 
his family had been dealing with.  THE 
WHISTLE STOP is one of the products 
of this reflective work.  

I had first heard that there was a new 
album by Daire Bracken, Martin Tourish  

and Cormac, and I was all but drooling 
to hear it-three incredibly talented and 
favorite musicians of mine!  I contacted 
Daire, and he gave a bit of a background 
and sent me the album.  Upon receiving 
it and listening, I realized it was nothing 
like what I was expecting, and ever so 
much more!  They use their instruments 
to tell the story from the clickety clack 
of the train wheels, the haunting sound 
of the steam whistle, the fear, the anger, 
the hope, the passage of time, and the 
resignation.  Cormac said the carriages 
in Track 1 are “metaphors for the epi-
sodes of the 17 year period.”  You will 
hear this as you listen. Cormac couldn’t 
have chosen better than Daire, who loves 
to experiment with music, and Martin 
who is a master composer, arranger and 
accordian player.

You would enjoy this music with no 
history, but if you are willing to read 
the liner notes, included background, 
and look a bit up about the robbery and 
miscarriages of justice that followed, you 
will truly be pulled into the music and 
live the story with Cormac.

Those of you lucky enough to be in 
Ireland when his accompanying short 
play and visual presentation is being 
performed in concert with this music 
will be in for quite an experience.  We 
can only hope he will do an American 
run soon.

I played this over a series of three 
shows on IRELAND TONIGHT, and 
received enthusiastic feedback with 
listeners finding themselves delving 
into the story online and then wanting 
to listen to the music again armed with 
their new knowledge.

I encourage you to be one of these who 
research and come to love this music.  It 
is thought provoking, and at the same 
time enjoyable.  Let us hope that for 
Cormac and his family, it is part of a ca-
tharsis of healing for a part of their lives 
which may never be totally resolved.

Irish Arts Center (IAC), a mul-
tidisciplinary center dedicated to 
bringing people of all backgrounds 
together through the excellence 
and dynamism of 21stcentury 
Irish arts and culture, announces a 
multi-city series of performances of 
Declan O’Rourke’s epic song cycle 
Chronicles of the Great Irish Fam-
ine. Released in 2017 and winner of 
a 2018 RTE Radio One Folk Award, 
Chronicles is an empathic portrait 
of the forgotten, and a vivid mu-
sical evocation of Ireland through 
the incomprehensible hardship of 
the Great Famine.

This poignant song cycle from 
O’Rourke — developed over more 
than a decade including frequent 
previous residencies and perfor-
mances at Irish Arts Center — will 
be presented at Irish Arts Center in 
New York from February 7-10, as 
well as Old Town School of Folk 
Music in Chicago (February 2), 
Kansas City Irish Center (Febru-
ary 5), Tellus360 in Lancaster, PA 
(February 14), The Reeves Theater 
in Elkin, NC (February 15), and 
Isis Music Hall in Asheville, NC 
(February 17). Building on the 
success of IAC’s 2017 multi-city 
presentation of An Evening with 
Cassandra Wilson and Liam Ó 
Maonlaí, through this engagement 
and tour Irish Arts Center again ex-
pands its scope to bring exemplary 
Irish work beyond New York to 
communities across the U.S.  

O’Rourke—one of Ireland’s 
most beloved contemporary pop/
folk singer-songwriters, renowned 
for his gorgeously textured voice 
and virtuosic guitar playing—will 
be joined at IAC and in subsequent 
stops by a chamber ensemble of top 
Irish traditional, folk and classical 
musicians. O’Rourke provides lead 
vocals and guitar, while his band 

includes John Sheahan (fiddle), 
a member of The Dubliners for 
nearly five decades who brought to 
their work an “evergreen skill and 
grace” (The Irish Times); Floriane 
Blancke (harp, backing vocals), 
who O’Rourke has said has “the 
ancient gift of pure and natural 
musicality”; Dermot Byrne (accor-
dion), a member of the traditional 
Irish band Altan who is “revered 
for his virtuosity on the accordion 
and melodeon” (The Irish Times); 
longtime O’Rourke collaborator 
Rob Calder (bass guitar), who has 
recorded and toured extensively 
with Angus & Julia Stone and Pas-
senger; Caitriona Frost (drums/

percussion), currently the percus-
sionist for the world-renowned, 
Grammy nominated ensemble 
Celtic Women; Chris Herzberger 
(fiddle), an accomplished violin-
ist/viola player who’s contributed 
to more than 50 studio albums; 
Sharon Shannon collaborator Jack 
Maher (banjo, 2nd guitar); and 
Cillian Vallely (pipes and whistles) 
of the acclaimed trad band Lúnasa. 

The initial inspiration for the 
song cycle came after O’Rourke 
learned from a birth certificate 
that his grandfather had been born 
in a workhouse in 1916, before 
they were shuttered for good in 
the early 1920s. Shortly after the 
discovery, the musician picked up 
a copy of a John O’Connor’s The 
Workhouses of Ireland: The Fate of 
Ireland’s Poor. A description on its 
very first page struck him: it told of 
a man who carried his wife’s body 
home from the workhouse, and 
was himself found dead in their 
home the next morning, with her 
feet hugged to his chest. O’Rourke 
was compelled to pen the first song 
in what would, for the artist, be a 

15-year songwriting process. “It’s 
taken me years to sort through 
the emotions I felt reading that,” 
he says.

The album is a meticulously 
researched combination of true 
and historical fictional stories, de-
viating from O’Rourke’s contem-
porary, genre-crossing sound to 
capture an “emotional landscape” 
through more traditional sounds 
of the time. Presenting these sto-
ries on an intimate level was no 
easy task: few written accounts of 
personal struggle exist, because the 
bulk of Ireland’s poor at the time 
were not literate, and there was a 
cultural tendency of trying to erase 

these years from memory. 
O’Rourke explains, “A lot of it 

was not spoken about afterwards. 
It took me until recently to get a 
sense of why that was. In Ireland 
they talk about ‘the shame.’ That 
was the biggest sense I got of why 
they went quiet—I suppose they 
lived in fear of it happening again. 
But it’s part of our history, and 
it has demonstrated to me what 
people are capable of in their own 
darkest moments; what kind of 
fundamental good is in the bottom 
of the soul. It’s a story that’s rele-
vant time and time again around 
the world. We’ve had a standing 
ovation every night we’ve played 
it—people get it even more than 
I’d thought.”

This engagement and tour 
builds on a long artistic relation-
ship between O’Rourke and Irish 
Arts Center, which has provided 
New York audiences a variety of 
opportunities to experience his 
soaring talents. In 2013, O’Rourke 
performed in residence at IAC, 
during which he played music 
from his extensive catalogue, as 

well as select songs from what 
would become Chronicles of the 
Great Irish Famine. In a New 
York Times review of his perfor-
mance, chief pop music critic Jon 
Pareles noted the “virtuosity” in 
O’Rourke’s performance and the 
“compassion, romance, a sense of 
mortality” and “sense of history” 
running through the his songs.  In 
December 2015, Irish Arts Center 
and the Abbey Theatre collaborat-
ed with O’Rourke on a weeklong 
workshop at the Peacock Theatre 
to develop a dramatic context for 

the live performance of Chronicles 
of the Great Irish Famine. In 2017, 
IAC presented the U.S. launch of 
O’Rourke’s studio album In Full 
Color in a Valentine’s weekend 
engagement with orchestra, and 
in 2018 O’Rourke featured in IAC’s 
Groundbreaking Gala Concert 
at Symphony Space, alongside 
Martin Hayes, Dennis Cahill, and 
Camille O'Sullivan.

How to Trap a Starfish 
by MarieAnn McLouglin
How to trap a Starfish is the sto-

ry of Jack Mills, a boy born into the 
economic instability of Emergency 
Ireland in the 1930’s. He comes of 
age in the 1950’s and is one of the 
500,000 people who leave Ireland’s 
shores between 1945 and 1960, 
during a large-scale movement of 
Irish emigrants!

Jack, a Dublin native, handsome, 
charming and over confident, 
is the much-adored only son of 
Jack Sr (a canny but philandering 

Dublin chauffeur) and May Mills 
(a quiet spoken gentle country girl 
who was sent to work in Dublin 
after the premature death of both 
her parents). Jack set’s out on his 
journey to New York City with 
Alva, his new bride. She hails from 
a prestigious home, she is artistic 
by nature, highly perceptive, and 
a cunning Sandymount debutant...
Alva punches well above her 
weight in many respects, however, 
this being said, Alva leaves home 
with one ultimate life skill inherit-
ed from her experienced Mother’s 
middle class, victorian & staunch 
household.

Alva Blake is well versed in the 

ways and methods of “How to 
catch a Starfish”.

This book deals with one man’s 
journey through life recalling 
and expanding on his challenges, 
journeys, victories, love triangles, 
and his ultimate defeat. It will, 
I hope, be of interest to all those 
who reflect on these human and 
philosophical subjects. It will have 
particular relevance to Irish peo-
ple, and the Irish diaspora, with 
it’s back drop of places and char-
acters in Ireland and of course with 
Ireland's omnipresent relationship 
with emigration.

The book deals with a life span-
ning full circle until the last few 
days of an Irish Immigrants life 
while he nears death in a New 
York State Nursing home. It tells 
of one man's downward spiral into 
estrangement and dispossession.

Crucially It also takes a look 
at the remnants of the dinosaur, 
the politically incorrect, and in-
deed sexist generation.

Martin: An Authentic Priest in a Time of Chaos
Kathleen FitzGerald has writ-

ten a new book.
Kathleen was a Dominican 

nun in Chicago for 14 years 
and taught in Catholic elemen-
tary schools. Subsequently, she 
worked with the  bishops and 
priests in Cleveland on issues of 
race, poverty and peace. Kath-
leen received her M.A. from 
DePaul University in Chicago 
and her Ph.D. from Northwest-
ern University in Evanston. She 
has written ten books and 
her essays have appeared 
in Newsweek and Chicago 
Tribune. 

She was the President of the 
Institute for Recovery in Lake 
Forest, IL. As a practicing psy-
chotherapist for over 25 years, 
she has confronted the issues 
of clergy sexual abuse, from 
the positions of both the vic-
tim and the abuser.
